
The board of trustees and the campus community at MiraCosta College support a 
harmonious, safe, and productive learning environment. To promote such an 
environment, the board and the superintendent/president have established a set of 
standards for student conduct. This policy and the procedures associated with it clearly 
delineate and define student conduct standards and the resolution steps associated 
with student rights and responsibilities.

The superintendent/president shall establish procedures for student conduct and 
grievances in accordance with federal, state, and local due process requirements.

The student conduct and grievance procedures shall be available to students in the 
college catalog, the student planner, on the college website, and in the Office of 
Student Affairs.

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner consistent with the 
MiraCosta College Standards of Student Conduct, which is located in 
Administrative Procedure 5500: Standards of Student Conduct
